Clause One: The PIPA data file to which the COMMITED PARTY will have access to will be used by the COMMITED PARTY solely and exclusively for the purpose of preparing a dissertation, thesis and respective scientific articles, whose theme and objectives were pre-established with the PIPA Scientific Production Committee (CPC). Any changes to the project objective must be discussed and approved by the CPP.
Clause Two: The COMMITED PARTY commits to observe and keep, to the fullest extent, the confidentiality of the data referred to in clause one.
Clause Three: The COMMITED PARTY commits not to pass on, sell, disclose or transfer to the preliminary information of Clause One third parties, in any way that may violate the confidentiality mentioned in Clause Two. 
Clause Four: The microdata file referring to the part to be analyzed to compose the study and its respective scientific articles, will be made available by the PIPA Central Coordination, after CPC approval, for use by the COMMITED PARTY, following the signing of this term.
Clause Five: In case of elaboration of a scientific article, the researcher commits to send a preliminary version of the manuscript to the Committee within 6 (six) months, counting from the date of data file sending. The manuscript must be ready for submission to a scientific journal within a maximum period of 1 (one) year.

The scope of the manuscript must be consistent with the previously approved article, thesis or dissertation proposal.

Clause Six: A reference to the PIPA Project must be inserted at the end of all prepared article titles, as well as its association to the Federal University of Rio de Janeiro Maternity School of the (full name). Article authorship must meet the criteria of the International Committee of Medical Journal Editors, available at http://www.icmje.org/ethical_1author.html.

Clause Seven: The article(s) must be submitted to a scientific journal that must be indexed, preferably, at the ISI Web of Science, SCOPUS, PubMed or Scielo databases.
Clause Eight: It is considered that after two years of the first submission of the article, if the article has not been accepted, the researcher will be disconnected from the article theme, which may be the object of study by other researchers. This deadline may be revised with justifications (e.g., article under review following revisions).
Clause Nine: The proposed project must be previously approved by the local CPP and this approval must be sent to the PIPA CPC before the start of the study.
